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Georg Kreisel: “Philosophical clarification of a concept does not

usually consist in reduction to another class of concepts but

consists in becoming aware of the properties of the concept.”
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For to have to say to himself, “I am a worthless man, though I’ve
filled my purse, ” he must have a different criterion of judgment
than if he approves of himself and says, “I am a prudent man, for

I've enriched my treasure.”
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As Hsiung says:

“Transformation” refers to that which is unpredictably
mysterious and irresistibly moves forward. Who is able to
transform? What is this transformation?

Transformation does not arise from eternality, because
eternality is not able to change; transformation does not arise

from nihility, because nihility is not able to change either.
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“On the twenty —seventh of October, 1938, it was a Thursday
night, at eight o’clock, a policeman came and told us to come to
Region [police station] Eleven. He said: “You are going to come
back immediately; don’t take anything with you, only your

passports.”’

An abstract of no more than 250 words in English as well as 3-5 keywords

should be submitted along with the manuscript.

The first page should be a title page containing the name(s) of the author(s),
affiliation(s), mailing address, e-mail address and phone/fax number(s).

Language of Publication

The language of publication may be either Chinese or English.

If the manuscript is in English, quotations from other languages should be
given in English translations. All original sources of the quotations are to be
indicated.

In transliterating Chinese characters, where well-established forms do not
exist, authors are advised to follow the Wade-Giles system.

Manuscript Processing

Authors are requested not to reveal their identities in the text, so that the
manuscripts can be reviewed anonymously. To preserve the anonymity of
authors in the review process, authors are advised to prepare manuscripts that
contain no identifying information such as names, affiliations,
acknowledgments, personal references, etc.
